Second Reading
Mayor Latham started by saying that the Jewel project is a long time coming.  We have stared at the old, abandoned Kmart property for many years now, and about a 
year and a half or so, ago, the Village decided to take this project on of trying to redevelop the Town Centre, find a way to get the Kmart property out from under the 
current owners and make that available for new development in the Village of 
Bourbonnais.  And tonight marks a milestone as far as that process goes with Jewel and the representatives here to announce that they will be starting the construction on a new store on the old Kmart property, actually, as many have seen, there has been work going on with the parking area.  Concrete, curb cuts and the like, but once we get through this ordinance tonight; everything will be full steam ahead for Jewel.  Mayor Latham thanked ALL of those that were involved in this process—all board members, especially Village Administrator Koehler, current attorney Pat Dunn, 
Michael Dietchweiler, as well as the assistance of Mark Tanguay, to bring this thing all together full circle with Jewel.  Additionally, he Mr. Tanguay has purchased the other strip center in the Towne Centre, and is going to give that a face lift and overhaul, and it will be a development that the Village of Bourbonnais residents will be very proud of, and will be an amazing transformation.  At this time, Mr. Tanguay spoke and thanked the Board as well, and the attorneys involved in this, and said this is really a 
monumental event, given all the encumbrances that were involved in the project with liens and everything in between, that have been embedded with the property for years.  The amount of time spent on this, and how fast it turned around so that the property was free and clear is a credit to the Village’s focus and attention to the importance of getting this Bourbonnais Towne Centre area redeveloped.  Mr. Tanguay went on to say that everyone should keep in mind that as all of this work was going on with the Village and Jewel, and himself, SuperValu was in the process of buying the Jewel stores, and that could have caused major issues from a development standpoint, however, he thinks the folks from Jewel had done such an amazing job of pulling together all their data and details and information that it was an easy sell in 
the end for SuperValu to allow the project to continue to go forward.  Pam Sullins, from Jewel, then spoke on the project and said it was a great collaboration between government and business, that it was just a pleasure to deal with the Village of Bourbonnais, and couldn’t thank the Board members enough, and especially Administrative Assistant Sandi Cianci for all of her hard work to keep the paperwork flowing back and forth so that things could be resolved in a timely manner.  In addition, she also thanked the consulting engineers the Village hired to review the project; they made it very easy to move forward with each phase, in doing all the reviews in a very timely manner.  Ms. Sullins went on to say that the Village should be very excited because this is the first prototype store designed that will be built in the Jewel line of 
stores and will be a very unique and interesting building that the Village is sure to embrace.  Ms. Sullins said that although they don’t typically do a groundbreaking ceremony, but what will be done is a picture of the new design will be posted in the existing store so shoppers can recognize what is being developed over at 
the other end of the Bourbonnais Towne Centre and more focus and emphasis would be put on a ribbon cutting ceremony in which the Village of Bourbonnais Board members would certainly be invited.  Mayor Latham then thanked Ms. Sullins for all of her hard work in this project, and he said it was a pleasure to work with her during this time.  Peter Theodore, the architect on the project spoke on the new store and design saying again that it was a one-of-a-kind, first-of-a-kind for Jewel, and that he really appreciates the way Jewel gives him the freedom to design and develop stores and he never seems to have any problems getting it past them from a design and development standpoint.  He said that this will really be a nice looking store, one-of-a-kind at this point in time.  Again, Mr. Theodore said that it has been a pleasure working with the Village of Bourbonnais.  He especially thanked Gary Preston and the other members of the Building and Code Department for their assistance in this project.  It allowed him to get the concept plans for the property designed to meet all the codes and any questions that he ever had were answered in a very timely manner by that department.  Mayor Latham then thanked everyone again for all their hard work, and the cooperation that was obvious and evident between government, commercial development and business, and it is a good feeling to know that a project like this can be done, and everybody will take this away as a win-win situation.  
Pat Dunn said that in respect to the ordinance, 06-1587, there was a final approval needed, and the approval has not been received yet by the Village, so he suggested that we wait until corporate counsel in Idaho could actually get the approval done.  Pam Sullins from Jewel said the approval was in fact received today, and she does not see any reason why we couldn’t move forward at this time.

Mayor Latham commented on an open letter to the Village of Bourbonnais by a local 
developer that appeared in the paper addressed to the Village of Bourbonnais Board Members 
and the Mayor, he assured everyone that no matter whom the developer is everyone will 
follow the same rules as anyone else.  No matter if they are at the top or the bottom of the 
totem 
pole.  It is that simple, end of story.  And if someone does not want to comply with 
Village regulations, then they are the ones who are going to have the problems, not the 
Village of Bourbonnais.  We are not the bad guys, so he would appreciate that we not be 
made out to be so.  He said his hope is that at this point we can move on with everyone, 
working with the same set of rules.
□
Mayor Latham noted The Chicago Bears have left town and closed up camp.  This was one of 
their best years as far as attendance goes, there weren’t any major issues.  He is hoping 
that Olivet and Chicago Bears reach a contract extension to keep them here for many years 
to come.

Trustee Schore introduced Doug Steffen, President and CEO of Bradley-Bourbonnais Regional Chamber of Commerce, as well as Co-Chairman of what was formerly known as the Kankakee River Valley Regatta, which is now known as the Powerboat Nationals.  He is coming to the Board tonight to ask if they would consider donating money towards the fireworks display to be held during the Powerboat Nationals.  He said that two of the major sponsors have backed out at this time, and that from a budget standpoint the Powerboat Nationals is in need of money to cover the fireworks. Trustee Amiano said she will set a special committee meeting for Finance to discuss this request, recognizing that Mr. Steffen and the National Powerboat committee is in need of this money in a relatively short period of time.
□
Trustee Greenlee asked Chief Beard to comment on the new police officers that are being hired by the Village of Bourbonnais, as Chief Beard was not available during the Police portion of this meeting.  Chief Beard said that the first officer who is currently working for another police force will start on Saturday, September 2, 2006; the next two will follow once they complete all of their tests and training, as they are not currently employed by another police force.
□
Mayor Latham asked Chief Beard to comment on the State of Illinois Crime Statistics that he had seen recently, regarding the Village of Bourbonnais.  Chief Beard said of all the “headline” crimes, the Village was flat or declined in all categories, with one exception—that being motor vehicle thefts.  
□
At this time, Mayor Latham acknowledged that when making his comments regarding a local 
developer’s letter to the Board that was in the Kankakee Journal, he felt for the benefit of 
the press who stepped out to get information from the Jewel representatives, he would 
repeat his thoughts on the local developer’s comments which he 
did, verbatim, from earlier 
in the meeting.
85.
PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Keith Runyon, 1165 Plum Creek Drive, had a request before he started, and that was that the Village place more agendas on the front table for the general public who attend the Board meetings so they could understand the topics that are going to be discussed that evening.  Additionally, he would like the Village to consider a sign ordinance for each subdivision that would indicate whether or not the development and its homeowners are paying impact fees.  Effectively saying that we support or don’t support schools and school funding.  Mayor Latham said he will take the sign request under advisement at this time.  Mr. Runyon went on to say the main reason he is here tonight is to discuss the use of tax payer dollars to subsidize the Jewel move from one side of Bourbonnais Towne Centre to the other.  He wants to know how much the Village residents will be paying for this “relocation” of Jewel.  Mayor Latham went on to say that we have been addressing this Jewel project for several months, and that at this point, he feels that this ordinance is implemented, it’s passed, and we are going to move on.  He understands that Mr. Runyon does not agree with the decision of the Board, however, if he would like to get together with the press and the audience and discuss his problems with this project, that is fine, but as far as the Board is concerned, we are moving forward.  This is a great deal for the Village and that is the end of this discussion.  

Mr. Runyon also wants to know how much the Village tax payers will be paying to relocate Kroger one block south from its current location.  Mayor Latham said he would be happy to try to pull together the ordinance and any other information relevant to that so Mr. Runyon can see for himself.  Mr. Runyon said that if he was a developer, he would be panning to come to the Village of Bourbonnais and this area, knowing there’s giveaways like there are.  Mayor Latham said “I have to respectfully disagree with your comments, and in order for the village to be competitive, and on a fair playing field, they have to be in the TIF game, like it or not, and induce developers to come or stay in the area.  That’s just the way it is, in this day in age.”  Mayor Latham went on to say that using the Jewel project as an example, Jewel is looking to develop a new store, but they were willing to pack up in Bourbonnais and maybe move elsewhere.  The village couldn’t risk losing them, they needed Jewel here in the Village for any number of reasons, and that the TIF deal they are doing with Jewel is not going to hurt the taxpayers one bit.  All current sales tax revenues will be maintained, it is just the incremental sales tax generated by Jewel that will be shared with the Village.  That’s it.  In the Mayor’s opinion, these giveaways are not nearly what Mr. Runyon is trying to insinuate.  Mr. Runyon said that what the Village needs to consider is a commercial district amongst the communities in the area that would in fact level the playing field.  This is much like what is being done currently in the western suburbs.  Mayor Latham thanked Mr. Runyon for his comments regarding the TIF’s.

· Mimi Barnes, 600 Eagle Avenue, asked the Village if there was a limit on the number of garage sales that could be held by a village resident within a given period of time.  Ms. Barnes said the reason she asks is that they live in the Virginia Grove subdivision and that there is a neighbor on her street that holds garage sales on Thursday, Friday and Saturday of every week, so there is a constant traffic problem along the street with people coming and going.  She was hoping the Village could look into this and see if there are any limits that can be placed on this individual as far as weekly garage sales go.  Village Administrator Koehler said that he will get with Mr. Preston from the Code Department and see what they could do about the issue.
· Tom Patton, 2354 Sportsman’s Club Road, he commented on the Industrial TIF and the annexation the Village recently done in the northeast corner of the village, and thinks this is a great step for the Village to try to create jobs in the area and generate whatever growth they can from a commercial/industrial standpoint.  He really appreciates the efforts the Village is doing to try to bring in businesses at this time of need with other businesses laying off people, and this is definitely a step in the right direction.  Mr. Patton then went on to say his real reason for coming to the Board tonight and to speak is regarding Nut Street and the Village’s consideration to turn that over to the residents from the Waterford Estates subdivision that borders it.  Mr. Patton said although Mr. Koehler refers to this as a “paper street”, it actually is somewhat of an important street to him as it borders the southernmost part of his property which would only give access to that part of his property if he ever wanted to subdivide and sell off that southern acreage.  He is here tonight to ask the board to be fair and give consideration to his situation as it relates to Nut Street when they go to make their final decision on what they plan to do with it.  Mayor Latham said that as Mr. Patton knows he has shared some comments with him regarding this area that is in question along Nut Street, and that the Board will definitely consider his feelings about that property when a decision is made.
· Darrin Prusinski, 1456 Guildford, wanted to come tonight to discuss drainage problems that he has with his property.  He had major flooding problems that damaged his house dating back to the Memorial Day rains in May, additionally; recently on August 19 he had another flooding situation in his home.  He says he spoke with Mr. Brooks, of Tyson Engineering, and also received a letter from Village Attorney Dunn, and said that’s all fine and good, however, he has not seen any change in the situation.  Nothing seems to be moving forward, and he is at the end of his rope, and is asking for help, please, from the Village to try to resolve this situation before another heavy rain comes and causes yet more trouble.  Village Attorney Dunn said they are working with Mr. Brooks from Tyson and yes, they are moving a little slower than we would like them to.  Mayor Latham says that he talks with Village Attorney Dunn on a daily basis and understood this problem was being worked on.  Mayor Latham said the Village will get on this right away—first thing tomorrow morning.  Village Attorney Dunn will be in touch with Mr. Prusinski and will try to get resolution on this project as soon as possible.
· Kelly Recchia, 1435 Patriot Way, came back to the Village Board again, to inform them that her house is literally falling apart.  She is in the Kennedy Homes development, as the Board knows, and there are major problems that the Kennedy Homes developers are doing nothing about.  Tonight she brought pictures that she had taken that shows major mold issues within the house, and there are other things as well, going on with this structure that Ms. Recchia said should not be happening to a home this new.  She’s wondering how this structure ever met the Village codes for construction, she can’t believe the developers could allow someone to move into a house like this and not respond to any problems that arise.  She is here tonight to ask the Board for their help. She has been here, as the Board knows, quite a few times in the past, and this is it.  She does not know where to go and what to do and she is appealing to the Board for their help with the situation.  She welcomed the Board at any time to come out to her property to inspect it, look at it, and see with their own eyes that she keeps referring to.  Mayor Latham said that he recognizes that she is disturbed about these problems that she is having with her home, but Mayor Latham assures her that her home and others out there meet the Village building codes, and as long as that is happening there is not a whole lot the Village can do at this point.  Village Attorney Dunn said that she has a cause of action against the developer and she could sue them for personal damages.  She said she is at the end of the line here, and that she is at the point where she wants to go to every media source in town just to let them know what is going on out there in the Village of Bourbonnais, because obviously the developers just don’t care.  Mayor Latham said that Mr. Preston, the Code Department Head, needs to handle this at all cost, so that Ms. Recchia does not have to come back to another Board meeting reporting this same problem over and over again.  It needs to be resolved.  Period.  Ms. Recchia then asked about the grading and whether that was agreed upon before development and that the grading was maintained throughout the development.  It appears to her that is not.  Mayor Latham said yes, the development should meet grades that were plotted out for it, and if that’s not the case, then the engineer’s or developers would be held accountable for that.  Again, that can all be found out with Mr. Preston’s help, and if they have to hire a group to come out and look at all that, they certainly will, most likely at the expense of Kennedy Homes if there is a problem found with structural or other issues.  Village Attorney Dunn said that a survey is done on the property’s grade prior to an occupancy permit being issued. If the grade, in fact was not what the certificate stated it was, then the homeowner definitely has recourse against that surveyor if that in fact was the case.  Trustee Schore also asked her to provide him with a list of all the issues that exist on her property.  She said she certainly would.  She then asked the Board who she could call regarding the Mold situation and whether her house was habitable or not.  Mayor Latham said the Board will find that out for her, and Administrator Koehler will let her know.
