PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Cheryl Young, of 49 Bonds Drive, informed the Board of her opposition to the connection of Bonds Drive with Virginia Grove Subdivision.  She said that speeding traffic is bad enough now and cannot imagine what it would be like if this connection were to occur.  She said that there are numerous neighbors near her home that operate day care businesses from their homes.  This could be very dangerous.  She said that she has a petition that she has passed around the neighborhood that she would like to give to the Board.  Mayor Latham suggested that she attend the next Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals meeting scheduled for Thursday, May 22, 2003 to let them know her concerns.

· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked if the Board knew what the new bond rates for the ONU resolution were, Village Attorney O’Brien said that they have not locked into them yet, but they would be something less than seven percent (7%) as the resolution outlines.

· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked if the Board could elaborate on the two firms that have submitted information regarding the lobbyist services the Village of Bourbonnais has considered attaining.  Village Attorney O’Brien offered copies of outlines on the two firms and said that more information will be forthcoming once the Board gets a chance to evaluate all of it.
