Call to Order.

The meeting of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held  September 27, 2007 was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Chairman Ed Hayes.  Members present were Ed Hayes, Paul Cavitt, Terry Gund, Ralph Huntley and Jerry Savoie.  Members absent were Joan Pierce and Darren Zinanni. Also present were Gary Preston, Building Commissioner and Pat Dunn, Village Attorney.   
Mr. Hayes thanked Mr. Savoie for chairing the October meeting.

Approval of Minutes.

A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Ralph Huntley, to approve the minutes of the  October 25, 2007 meeting  as presented. Voice vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Request for a Public Hearing to Consider a Request

for a Change of Zoning from R-1 to B-2 for Commercial Planned Unit Development for Property Located on the Northwest side of Brown Blvd. between Route 102 and William Latham Drive in Bourbonnais, Il.


Petitioner:  Arete' 3 LTD, Charles E. Smith, 18645 West Creek Drive Tinley Park, Il  60477.

Mr. Hayes read the request for a public hearing to consider a request

for a change of zoning from R-1 to B-2 for Commercial Planned Unit Development for property located on the northwest side of Brown Blvd. between Route 102 and William Latham Drive.  The following require-ments have been met:  notification of  hearing in the Herald,  filing fee 

paid and adjacent property owners notified.

Mark Carlson represented the petitioner, Arete’ 3 LTD, Charles E. Smith, for Edgemark Development, presented the proposed site plan.  The site will have 10 commercial buildings that will be owner occupied.
Mr. Hayes noted that the access to the Jewel commercial as was requested at the original informational meeting has been added. Regarding an access to the adjacent bank site, Mr. Carlson said that is still under negotiations with the bank.  When that is completed the site plan will be modified to show the connection.

Comments for the audience:

Stan Hansen, 314 Steeplechase questioned what the exterior of the buildings will be like.  Mr. Carlson said it will be as shown on the pictures- the stone will be the same as that on the Jewell/Osco Store.  The picture is the one being shown to prospective buyers.

Susan Kemp, 303 Steeplechase expressed concern about the upkeep of the site.  The answer was that will be governed by the owner’s association. The businesses allowed will be those allowed under the Village Zoning Ordinance.
Mr. Hayes noted there has been no action on this site for over 10 years.  Besides Trotters Chase Subdivision which occurred about 11 years ago, until recently little action has been done.

Mr. Carlson said buildings  will be erected as the buyers chose a site.  He added that this development will begin away from the sites boarding Brown Blvd.  There will be a privacy fence between this site and the Jewel complex.  There will also be a burm with landscaping.
Gladys Ferguson, 230 Steeplechase asked about the site,  this had been addressed earlier.

Stan Hansen questioned whether one outlet would be enough.  Mr. Carlson said there will be three- the other two will be the Jewel Complex and the bank.

Ralph Huntley questioned why they want a PUD.  He was told it is because all roadways will be under the jurisdiction of the owner’s association.

Mr. Hayes also noted that under the Village’s Comprehensive Plan this site would have a B-2 zoning.


A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Paul Cavitt, that after a Public Hearing the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board grant a change of zoning from R-1 to B-2 for Commercial Planned Unit Development for property as legally described, located on the northwest side of Brown Blvd. between Route 102 and William Latham Drive for the petitioner:  Arete' 3 LTD,  18645 West Creek Drive Tinley Park, Il  60477. Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the November 19, 2007 Village Board meeting.

Mr. Hayes thanked the members of the audience for their interest in the hearing.

4. Old Business
(Zoning Board of Appeals)
A discussion was held concerning the variances from yard setbacks and the frequency this is occurring.  Mr. Hayes said he will be seeking a meeting with Mayor Latham, Trustee Paul Shore, Gary Preston, Building Administrator and Pat Dunn, Village Attorney, to find out why the problem exists and to see what kind of solution can be done.
