Dwight Lockwood, of 1840 Summerfield, is concerned about the picketing in his 
neighborhood.  Mayor Latham said the Village Attorney is looking into what can be 
done.  Attorney Dunn said that there are two laws in Illinois pertaining to this:  one in 
the criminal code and one in the labor practices act.  Attorney Dunn said that the two 
laws somewhat contradict each other.  Attorney Dunn has sent a letter to the State’s 
Attorney’s Office and will provide Mr. Lockwood with a copy of both laws for his 
review.  Mayor Latham asked Attorney Dunn to contact the State’s Attorney General 
Office for a written opinion on this issue.  Mayor Latham recognized that he has 
received a couple petitions on this and will have to wait for an opinion before the 
Village of Bourbonnais can act.
