Call to order—The Public Hearing was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Mayor Robert Latham.

Roll Call—Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees in attendance: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance: Village Administrator Frank Koehler, Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.

Public Hearing—Annexation of property located on the east side of Career Center Road, midway between Bethel Drive and Route 102. (Nevin & Sons, Incorporated) 


Mayor Latham stated that no action would be taken until the Plan Commission Report is 
given during the Regular Board Meeting by Chairman Ed Hayes.  At this time Mayor Latham 
turned the Public hearing over to Administrator Koehler, who discussed the annexation of 
the property.  He noted that the property is a 13 acre parcel.  It is on the northeast corner 
of Route 102 and Career Center Road.  He noted access to the development would be at 
Career Center Road, opposite to where Blaye Drive exits Bordeaux Estates in Bourbonnais 
Township.  Administrator Koehler said this is a very straightforward annexation.  It is for single 
family R-1 zoning.  It has been before the Plan Commission, as noted by Mayor Latham, and is 
contiguous to the Village.  Administrator Koehler said the north boundary of this parcel is 
adjacent to the southern edge of the soccer fields.  Trustee Residori asked where Richmond 
Drive is, in relation to this development.  Administrator Koehler noted that it is east and north 
of this property and does not necessarily come into play with this particular parcel.  
Administrator Koehler noted that Tyson Engineering, the village engineer, will be doing 
the engineering for this developer.  As a result, the Village will look to Robinson Engineering, 
to perform the engineering on behalf of the Village.  Administrator Koehler additionally noted 
that Tyson would be doing the engineering for the development of the parcels to the east of 
this; due to some drainage concerns and that the village wants to make sure that these 
concerns are addressed properly.  Trustee Schore noted that he wants to make sure the roads 
are in place in the proper locations relative to this parcel and the adjacent parcels that are 
developed to the east.  He realizes that this is just a concept or a sketch plan; however, these 
types of plans also tend to lead into the final plans, so we have to keep an eye on the roads as 
they develop in these plans.
