Public Hearing—Nut Street Vacation


Village Administrator Koehler again discussed the request by the Village to vacate the Nut Street property that borders Waterford Estates homes.  He went on to say there is no known use at this time by the Village for that property.  It is just a paper street and it could never be developed into a full width roadway that would meet all village requirements.  Mayor Latham then asked if there were any questions or concerns by the Board.  At which time, there were not.  Mayor Latham then asked if there were any public Comments.  


Mike O’Brien, 483 Parsieghen Place, Manteno, says he owns a lot in Waterford Estates that borders the Nut Street property.  He said he was the individual who submitted the petition on behalf of the six property owners that live along the vacation of Nut Street property.  He said the roadway is somewhat of a safety issue for the people that live along it.  The road is used for parking when there are parties, and people drive down there, with the road being as narrow as it is, 25 feet, they turn around using the property of Waterford Estates landowners, which is not a good thing from a safety standpoint with children around, but also the fact that nobody really cares for individuals driving their cars through their back yards.  


Mayor Latham thanked Mr. O’Brien for his comments and reminded everyone that the village could not develop that into a full use road with any state funds due to the fact that it would not meet the requirements for a roadway, which as Administrator Koehler pointed out would be a minimum of 50 feet wide with all the improvements.  

Pat O’Brien, 1680 Waterford Place, also spoke to the Board and said he was actually wearing two hats this evening, one as the President of the Waterford Estates Homeowners’ Association, who endorses the vacation of Nut Street. And second, as a grandfather who has grandchildren that come over and play in that area, and again he reiterated there is a safety concern with vehicles on that roadway.  He then said that he appreciates the Board’s consideration in this matter.

David St. Peter, 1641 Waterford Lane in Waterford Estates, said his driveway is actually the one that is used for a thoroughfare, and he would like to thank the Board for their consideration on this and hope that it does pass.
