Resolution 05-799 (A Resolution Approving and Authorizing the Negotiation and Execution of an Agreement between the Village of Bourbonnais, the City of Kankakee, and the Kankakee River Metropolitan Agency for the Purchase by the Village of Bourbonnais, of Additional Sewer Plant Capacity at the Kankakee River Metropolitan Agency, from the City of Kankakee)


Mayor Latham announced the Village of Bourbonnais has come to agreement with the City of Kankakee to purchase one million gallons of additional capacity at KRMA at a cost of $1.60 per gallon.  This will increase the village’s capacity from 6.4 million gallons to 7.4 million gallons.  This purchase will be a cash transaction, paid for by the sewer fund.
