Mayor Latham said that easements are being sought from the homeowners whose property is adjacent to the Yale Avenue ditch.  Once these are secured from each of the homeowners, a meeting will be held and work will begin.

Tony Perry, Executive Director of the Kankakee River Valley Enterprise Zone—

Mr. Perry presented the Board with a handout (copy attached) that summarized what the Enterprise Zone Program is all about which include program information for the various area participants for the previous three years.  Mr. Perry was present to let the Board know that the Kankakee River Valley Enterprise Zone will be expiring in the spring of 2004 and that each area taxing body will be asked to remain a member and for those that are not currently signed on to become an Enterprise Zone participant.  He said that he will be asking that the Village of Bourbonnais pass a resolution acknowledging their renewal in the program.  Mr. Perry will get a copy of the sample resolution to Village Attorney O’Brien for review.

Trustee Amiano commented on what an exciting time that was had by all who went on the Village bus tour on Saturday.  She is amazed at the growth of the village.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Olivia Waggoner, of 405 Briarcliff Lane, asked if anything could be done to fix the railroad track crossing at Larry Power Road.  Trustee Residori said that plans are underway by the Illinois Central Rail.

·  Lauren Wiley, of 1440 Guildford Drive, read a letter (copy attached) and presented other information regarding a recent incident that took place at River Front Park near Briarcliff.  She noted that this is not the first time a problem has occurred there and is asking the Village to get involved.  Mayor Latham replied by saying that a meeting is already being put together between the police and the Bourbonnais Township Park District.  He said that if the Briarcliff Association and its residents want to get involved that is even better.  Mayor Latham went on to say that the safety and welfare of our village residents is the number one priority.  He suggested that a neighborhood watch program be looked at as well.

· George Anderson, President of the Briarcliff Association, said they plan to get involved and anyone interested in joining the meeting can contact him.

· Terry Smicker, of 1235 Stratford Drive, asked that the Village of Bourbonnais involve neighboring communities in the effort to rid the area of crime since the offenders have been from other communities.

· Dawn Smicker, of 1235 Stratford Drive, said that we need protection at all costs.

· Tony Perry added that the neighborhood watch program is what will be needed.

· David Raiche, of 1464 Guildford, who is new to the Briarcliff area, said that his property borders the park and will do anything necessary to help.

· George Anderson said that the next regular monthly Briarcliff Association meeting will be held Tuesday, October 14, 2003 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village hall, and all are welcome to attend to see how things are progressing.

· Chief Beard said that if a resident feels there is any reason to believe that something odd is going on in their area, he urged them to call the police department and report it.

· Doug Altmyer, of 117 Bernard, asked what can be done about the property that David Carroll owns, which is located behind T. J. Donlin’s, and is adjacent to his property.  He said that it is a safety hazard and has been vacant for five years.  Mr. Altmyer thought that the story was that the property was deemed historical and could not be torn down.  Village Attorney O’Brien replied by saying that the Bourbonnais Historical Society inspected the property and said that it does not have a historical significance.  Attorney O’Brien said that numerous code violation citations have been issued and the Village of Bourbonnais is considering demolition.  

· Mr. Altmyer also brought up a situation he and his wife are having in their area concerning noise problems with motorcycles.  He said that the motorcycles belong to the patrons of the two locals bars and that after the bars close, these riders rev up their bikes and wake them up all the time.  Chief Beard said that the police will take a closer look at this problem.

· Toby Olszewski, of the Herald, asked if the two R & R companies in the bid section of tonight’s meeting were related.  Administrator Koehler said that they are not related.  The R & R that won the Independence project is from Crete, and the other is from Bradley.

· Toby Olszewski also asked when the new Executive Session law regarding the recording of sessions goes into effect.  Attorney O’Brien said that it is January 1, 2004, but we already do this as a matter of practice.  She asked if after the first of the year, would the tapes have to be released.  Attorney O’Brien said that a copy would be made if requested and available based on the Board’s decision, through a resolution, to make the information public (no longer confidential).

· Judy Johnson, of 420 Dover Turn, asked who was responsible for the walking paths in Briarcliff.  She has noticed that there are some holes in the paths and a downed tree.  Mayor Latham explained to her that there are three groups that are responsible for the areas paths.  The Briarcliff Association takes care of the paths in Briarcliff.  The Village of Bourbonnais takes care of the path at Cavalier de LaSalle park to River Front Park, and the Bourbonnais Township Park District takes care of the Perry Farm trails.  He advised her to report any problems with trails to the respective group.

Request for Executive Session:  A motion was made by Trustee Residori and seconded by Trustee Byrne, to adjourn into Executive Session, the purpose of which is, to review prior Executive Session minutes and discuss potential litigation.  Motion carried on a voice vote of 6-0.
