Request for a Variance, allowing for a reduction in the Required Front Yard Setback for Property Located at 1920 Summerfield Lane, Lot 102, in Phase 2 of the Meadowbrook Subdivision, Bourbonnais, IL.


Petitioner: Rocky Spano, R & D Custom Homes, 1293 Greenbriar Court, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.

Mr. Savoie read the petition requesting a variance, allowing for a reduction in the required front yard setback for property located at 1920 Summerfield Lane, Lot 102, in Phase 2 of the Meadowbrook Subdivision. It was noted that the following requirements had been met:  public notice in the Herald, notification of adjacent property owners and filing fee paid.
Petitioner, Rocky Spano, explained what had happened that caused the need for the variance.  The house site is located on a curve and Mr. Spano said the one corner of the house ended up being one foot beyond the setback line.  As the builder, he took full responsibility for the mistake.  He only used two of the rods when there were three.

Mr. Preston said his department has not had any problems with this builder in the past and has worked will with the department.  He also stated that the curve in the road played a part in the mistake.

The variance would not affect any neighbor.

A brief discussion about the number of this type of request where road curves are involved.  Mr. Huntley said this problem is happening too frequently.
A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Terry Gund to grant a variance allowing for a reduction in the required front yard setback for property located at 1920 Summerfield Lane, Lot 102, Phase 2 of the Meadowbrook Subdivision for petitioner, Rocky Spano.  Roll call vote results were:
