PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Bob Hahn, of 5088 Pin Oak Turn, asked the Board what could be done about a drainage easement adjacent to his property.  He said that it has taken up about 20 feet of property between him and his neighbor’s yard.  He said he wants to landscape and he cannot do anything until he hears from the Village of Bourbonnais on what can be done to the drainage ditch.  Mayor Latham said that Mr. Hahn could not legally attempt to fill this in.  The Village Engineer is still assessing the situation.  Mayor Latham said that Mr. Hahn could hire his own engineer to propose to the Village a plan for the ditch.  Mayor Latham said that this easement would have been marked on the Plat of his property and that he should have been made aware of the drainage easement.

Village Attorney Dunn promised to get a letter off the Mr. Hahn’s attorney tomorrow.  All that Mr. Hahn asked was that he gets a return call from the Village so he can get an update on the situation.

· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked if the Village Board would clarify the cost to the developer of the parcels on Brown Boulevard.  Administrator Koehler said they would be $1.00 for all five parcels if the developer takes them all on at one time.

Mr. Bernard also asked who Edgemark, the developer to be hired by the Village, is?  Administrator Koehler said they are based in Colorado and have done a number of projects in the Chicagoland area, in towns such as Frankfort, Mokena, and Orland Park.  

Mr. Bernard also asked if the agreement was set in stone.  Mayor Latham said that it has not yet been finalized, but he said the Village is confident that an agreement will be reached soon.

· Mr. Bernard also asked about the raffle ordinance that was passed tonight.  He wanted to know if an organization would have to pay $25.00 per raffle they held.  Attorney Dunn said it depends on how the organization fills out the application to the Village.  Mr. Bernard also asked if this covered bingo.  Attorney Dunn said he believes this is a State of Illinois permit.  Mr. Bernard also asked about the Friendship Festival and multiple vendors.  Attorney Dunn said each vendor who holds a raffle would need a permit.

· Mr. Bernard also asked how the Village defined a “private park”.  Attorney Dunn said this is done in accordance to our ordinances.  Administrator Koehler said that it would be thought of as a recreational facility not open to the general public.

· State Representative Lisa Dugan, who attended tonight’s meeting, wanted to say hello to the Board.
