34.    PUBLIC COMMENTS

John and Kellie Recchia of 1435 Patriot Way in the Eagle Creek Subdivision asked the board for assistance with problems that they and their neighbors are having with their properties.  Mr. Recchia has contacted the developer, Kennedy Homes, numerous time regarding structural as well as drainage problems.  Mayor Latham asked Village Attorney Dunn to work with the homeowners and Kennedy Homes on the matter.

Scott Kravat of 1447 Patriot Way asked the Village to address the fact that there are no street lights working in the neighborhood.  Trustee Byrne said that he is working with ComEd on the issue and should have the lights working in about two weeks.

Kellie Recchia asked if the village could also look into placing stop signs in the development.  Cars speed up and down their street all the time.  Mayor Latham asked Chief Beard to look at the situation.

Patrick Cooke of 1450 Eagle Bluff expressed his dissatisfaction with the developer regarding water drainage problems he has on his property.

Mario Raef of 1423 Patriot Way also shared his experience with his property and that the developer has not addressed the problems to his satisfaction.

Mayor Latham said that Village Attorney Dunn will work on this issue this week.

Trustee Schore suggested that the Village will withhold issuing any new permits for that development until Kennedy addresses the current problems at Eagle Creek.
