June 2003 Treasurer’s Report:  Following a summary of the June 2003 Treasurer’s Report by Village Treasurer Ron Riebe (copy attached), a motion was made to accept the unaudited Treasurer’s Report by Trustee Amiano, and seconded by Trustee Schore.  Motion carried on a voice vote of 6-0.


POLICE COMMITTEE


Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Chair

Trustee Greenlee brought up an issue that has recently been an issue in the Village, that of motorized scooters.  He said that there have been a number of complaints by residents concerning these scooters being operated on village roads.  Mayor Latham said that he was approached by the father of one of the operators of a scooter and said that the police had warned his son about riding in the street and that a ticket could be issued.  Following this conversation, Mayor Latham contacted Chief Beard to research the law on this matter.  Chief Beard reported that anything powered by anything other than a human or animal must be licensed and the driver must have liability insurance.  He went on to say that this is a State of Illinois law, not one created by the Village of Bourbonnais, just enforced.  Chief Beard said that the only exceptions are motorized wheel chairs that do not exceed 8 miles per hour.  He said that different types of license classifications are required depending on the size of the engine.  In summary, Village Attorney O’Brien said that the Village of Bourbonnais wants to get out the message to parents in particular, that these vehicles are illegal to operate on the streets and that the parents are liable for the actions of their children.  If an accident involving their child were to occur, they could be liable for all damages.
