· Ron Hansen, 1297 Greenbriar Court, congratulated the newly elected officials, but said that he will run for office in the next election.

· Steve Magruder, representing the Building Trades of Kankakee County, said that his group has pulled copies of building permits in the Village of Bourbonnais via Freedom of Information Act and has discovered that the permits are not being completed properly, in fact fraudulently in some cases, and there is a public safety issue with them.  This has been uncovered county wide by his group, so this is not just a problem with the Village of Bourbonnais and/or its Code Department.  Mr. Magruder explained that what is happening is that subcontractors are not being listed properly on the permits and especially when a sub-contractor sub-contracts work.  Mayor Latham said that the Village of Bourbonnais works hard to help the Building Trades.  He said that the Village of Bourbonnais will be more than happy to discuss this issue with Mr. Magruder and anyone else that needs to be involved.
