May 5, 2003

CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Jeff Gindy, Chairman of the Park Advisory Board, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The roll was called with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne. Prior any action to the Board, Mr. Hayes noted that East/West street identified is supposed to be tied into Bonds Drive in the Bel Aire Subdivision, based on a prior commitment by the developer.  He asked that the Board hold the developer to this commitment.  In addition, Trustee Schore asked that the approval of this request be contingent on the developer correcting the elevation of the parcel that was donated as parkland.  He said that dirt has been piled up on that parcel and it is presently well above grade. Request for Preliminary Plat for Highpoint Subdivision, 3rd Addition.

Petitioner:  Russ Benson, 101 Lawn Street, Bradley, IL  60915.

Mayor Latham asked if there are any concerns about the easement that was needed for the new office complex that is being built to the east of this 3rd Addition to High Point.  Mr. Hayes said that the curb cuts on Rt. 45 have already been made, and the new office development will no longer need to use the requested easement into High Point.

Before the vote, Trustee Schore asked if the temporary pond that is shown on the plat was properly sized. CORRESPONDENCE:  Jeff Gindy, Chairman of the Park Advisory Board, gave a report to the Board concerning improvements that the Park Advisory Board would like to make.  The following are some of the items that were discussed:

· Find a way to prevent the picnic tables from being rolled down to the riverbank at Cavalier de LaSalle Park.

· Most parks need to be over seeded.

· Pictures of park equipment that is planned for High Point Subdivision were displayed.

· Additional equipment will be installed at Sunridge Park.

· A skate park to be located south of the Police Department’s east parking lot.  This would be a roller blade / skate board park in the summer, consisting of removable equipment, and an ice skating rink in the winter.  The entire project cost is in the neighborhood of $60,000.00.  The skate park sounded like a great idea to Mayor Latham, but he was concerned over an increase in the Village’s liability insurance premiums because of the injury risks.

The Park Advisory Board will have more information on these and other items as it becomes available.
