REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~ MINUTES ~

November 21, 2005
CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Emma Butterfield, fourth grader at Liberty Intermediate School, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Village Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.  Absent was Trustee Vera Amiano.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion made by Trustee Greenlee, seconded by Trustee Schore, to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the November 7, 2005 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

REPORTS FROM COMMISSIONS AND ADVISORY BOARDS

· Planning Commission—Report of the November 17, 2005 Meeting
Mr. Ed Hayes, Chair of the Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals gave the following report:

· Case 05-Z-040
Request for Preliminary Plat Approval for Nevin and Sons Proposed Subdivision Located on the East Side of Career Center Road, Bourbonnais, IL.  60914.

Petitioner:
Tyson Engineering, c/o Joe Nevin

Mr. Hayes noted that the review engineer, Robinson Engineering (due to the fact that Tyson is 
actually the developer’s engineer on this project), noted that there may have been some 
calculation issues with the detention pond that is to be located within the development.


Mr. Hayes said that Tyson Engineering did get the required information back to Robinson 
Engineering, but due to the nature of the timing of receipt of that, the Plan Commission 
meeting and this meeting, that information is not in the minutes and could not be acted on 
at this time.


Mr. Hayes said that the developer has met all requests and that the preliminary plat appears 
to be in order with the exception of the final calculations of the detention pond.  


Trustee Schore asked if this was to be a wet or dry-bottom pond.  The engineer representing 
the developer noted that this would be a dry-bottom pond.  Trustee Schore also asked if they 
knew the length of the cul-de-sac.  The engineer noted it was less than 500 feet.  Mr. Hayes 
requested that until such time the information and letters received from Robinson 
Engineering, he is asking that the Board table this item.


Motion made by Trustee Schore, seconded by Trustee Residori, to table this item until the 
letter is received from Robinson Engineering.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

Request for Preliminary Plat Approval for Meadowbrook Subdivision, Phase 2, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.

Mr. Hayes explained the development and said that everything appears to be in order except 
they are waiting to receive a letter from Robinson Engineering regarding the grade on two of 
the condo lots.  The Tyson engineer at the meeting noted that this was lot 160 on the plat.  
Motion was made by Schore, seconded by Byrne to concur with the Plan Commission pending 
the receipt of 
the letter from Robinson Engineering regarding the grade on lot 160.  Motion 
passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

Request for a Concept Plan Approval for a PUD for Property Located at the Corner of John Casey Road and Edgemere Drive, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.

Request for a Concept Plan Approval for a PUD for Property Located on Lots 2, 5-8 Almar Parkway Subdivision in Bourbonnais, IL  60914.

Mr. Hayes outlined the request by the petitioner, and Trustee Schore asked if there was going 
to be a wet or dry bottom pond.  The engineer representing the project noted that it would 
be a wet bottom pond and will be done in the same fashion as the JF New plantings that the 
Village is requiring now of wet bottom ponds.  The Homeowner’s Association would be 
required to maintain this, going forward.  Motion made by Trustee Schore, seconded by 
Trustee Byrne, to concur with the Plan Commission.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

· Case 05-Z-044
Request for a County-Preliminary Approval for Bordeaux Estates Subdivision, 2nd Addition.  (This property is not within the Village of Bourbonnais but is within 1 ½ miles of the Village limits).

Tyson Engineering, c/o Kankakee County Planning Department.


Mr. Hayes noted that he excused himself to this particular case due to a conflict of interest.  
Mr. Jerry Savoie, vice chairman, presented this item at the Plan Commission meeting.  Mr. 
Hayes noted that the Plan Commission had decided to table this item until the developer is in 
compliance with Section 35-3 of the Municipal Code.  In order for a developer to connect to 
the Village sewer and water system, it must agree to an annexation agreement with the 
Village of Bourbonnais.  Lacking an annexation agreement, the Plan Commission and Village 
Board could not approve this item.  Mayor Latham said that it appears we are at a 
gridlock on this item and that he would like to see this approved as soon as possible. He 
has asked Village Administrator Koehler to send a letter to Kankakee County advising them 
that this item has been tabled by the Village of Bourbonnais Plan Commission.
· Case 05-Z-037
Request for an Annexation into the Village of Bourbonnais with a Requested Zoning of R-5 PUD & B-2 PUD, for Approximately 72.88 Acres Located at Approximately 429 West 6000 N Road, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.

Stephens & Hayes Bourbonnais LLC, 9424 179th Street, Tinley Park, IL  60477.

This item was postponed until the next Plan Commission meeting, December 15, 2005.


Chairman Hayes also commented to the Board that with all the new developments, and how 
they are starting to interconnect in various areas, we need to be very cognizant of the fact 
that streets need to have continuation from one subdivision to another so we don’t have a 
hodgepodge of street names throughout Bourbonnais, which has happened in some earlier 
cases.

Prior to vote, Trustee Schore asked who would be doing the specs on this.  Village Administrator Koehler replied Ruder Electric with the assistance of Chief Beard.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.

· New generator for the Department of Public Works.  Motion made by Trustee Residori, seconded by Trustee Byrne, to go to bid for new generator which will provide minimal lighting and heating and operation of a couple of the garage doors at Public Works.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 5-0.  Trustee Schore then asked Village Administrator Koehler that the generator bids be available for review prior to any purchase taking place.  Village Administrator Koehler said he will forward that information on to the Board.
