1.
Call to order—Village President Latham called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.
2. 
Roll Call— Clerk Brian Simeur called Roll with the following Trustees in attendance: Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Paul Schore, and Trustee Jeannie Guebert.  Also in attendance: Village Administrator Frank Koehler, Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.  Absent were:  Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  
3.
Public Hearing—Annexation—Stephens & Hayes—6000 N. Rd.

Village Attorney Dunn acknowledged the attorney for the developer had returned a packet containing proof of service of notice sent to adjoining property owners in accordance with state statute.  Clerk Simeur was asked to attach and include this documentation with these public hearing minutes for the Village record.


At this time Attorney Patrick Brankin, the attorney for the developer, introduced Mr. John Hayes from the development; as well as Mr. John Benning, the planner; and Jeffrey Aigin, from the engineering group that is working on the project.  Attorney Brankin asked the board for their consideration of the annexation agreement which would include a rezoning of the property to an R-2 and B-2.  He went on to say that the property consists of 72 acres and was originally proposed with 183 lots with five acres of commercial development.  Through negotiation with the Village, lot sizes have been increased and the number of lots decreased as a result of that, which now stands at 147 lots with the five acres commercial property unchanged.  The minimum lot size will be 75 ft. by 120 ft. which would result in a minimum lot size of 9000 square feet, with the average lot size in the development right at 11,300 square feet.  No PUD will be requested with this project.  

At this time, Attorney Brankin opened the floor up for questions from the Board.  
· Mayor Latham indicated that this concept plan which is laid out tonight will have to go to the Plan Commission for approval; therefore it is only a concept plan at this point.  
· Village Administrator Koehler said yes, the concept plan would be part of the annexation agreement and will have to come back to the plan commission for review, as any other development would. 
· Trustee Residori asked what the minimum square footage of the homes would be on the lot size of 75 by 120.  Mr. John Hayes indicated that single story ranches would run right around 1600 square ft. and a two-story would run approximately 1900 sq. ft., at a minimum.  
· Trustee Schore raised some concerns about the concept plan and the lot sizes, the zoning, and how firm that was with the annexation agreement.  Mr. Ed Hayes, from the Plan Commission, and Village Attorney Dunn assured Trustee Schore this is merely a concept plan, attached with the annexation agreement, and everything would still need to be approved through the Plan Commission.  Attorney Brankin said that the glossy, colored, concept plan distributed to the Board tonight, has actually changed and been modified to reflect the larger lot sizes.  The development is going in the direction Trustee Schore is hoping for.  Trustee Schore reiterated that if we give the developer a blanket R-2 zoning, anything could happen in the mean time, and he wants some guarantees and assurances that the developers will meet the minimum requirements desired by the Village for lot sizes and square footage and the like.  That is all he is asking for, and he said at this stage he will leave it all up to the attorneys to work out the final language.

At this time, the Mayor entertained any public comments from the public body.

· Dawn Russert, Superintendent of Manteno Schools, gave her concurrence on the project and said the annexation agreement looks fine to the Manteno School District.

· Mr. Ed Hayes, Chairman of Plan Commission, wanted to ease the Trustees’ minds in knowing that when a developer agrees to do certain things, they bring those plans back to Plan commission for review, there is definitely protection in place on the Village’s side to guarantee that what a developer promised to the plan commission and the village will in fact be in the development before the plan commission approves what is presented.  

· David Cheshire, Captain of Manteno Community Fire Protection District, also commented that the project seems to meet their needs, and he said that if the developer were to follow the Eagles’ Landing project they also did in the Manteno area, would definitely meet all their requirements as far as fire safety is concerned.

· Village Administrator Koehler pointed out that presently the Manteno Community Fire Protection District and Bourbonnais Fire Protection District each use different types of fire hydrants in their respective districts.  In the event the Stevens & Hayes development in Bourbonnais were to use the hydrant type used in Manteno, the Bourbonnais Fire could in fact tap onto those fire hydrants with no problems whatsoever, because they carry the attachment/fittings on their trucks.


With that ending the public comments section of the Stevens & Hayes public hearing, Village 
Administrator Koehler noted that this item will come before the Board at the first Regular Board 
meeting in February.   

4.
Public Hearing—Request to Vacate that portion of the McKnight Road ROW located within the ROW of the Canadian National Pacific Railroad

Following a summary of the Request by Village Administrator Koehler, there were no comments by 
the Board or the public body on this item.

5.
Public Hearing—Request to Vacate that portion of the MedCentre ROW, linking Brown Boulevard and 
Latham Drive


Following a summary of the request to vacate the property by Village Attorney Dunn, there were no 
comments from the Board or the public body.  

6.
Public Hearing—Ordinance amending the Endor Annexation agreement

Administrator Koehler indicated this was to amend ordinances 04-1405 & 04-1409, which had to do with 
Cobblestone Development.  Mr. Koehler outlined various changes the developer and Village agreed 
to make.  Some of those being: cash donation in lieu of parkland for the development; the 
construction of 5500 N. Road; the Davis Creek Recapture Fee; removal of 70 commercial acres from 
that calculation, which would leave the actual residential property in the calculation.  The 
developer would, in lieu of that, allow for a $105,000 lien on the commercial property with a four 
percent increase per year to cover the Village in the future; and those items will be included in 
the new ordinance up for second reading at tonight’s regular board meeting.  There were no 
comments from the Board or the public body on this item.
