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REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~ MINUTES ~
December 19, 2005
CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Ed Hayes, Chair of the Plan Commission, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Village Clerk Brian Simeur called roll with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, and Village Attorney Patrick Dunn.

REPORTS FROM COMMISSIONS AND ADVISORY BOARDS
Plan Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals— Ed Hayes, Plan Commission Chair, gave a report from the December 15, 2005 PC/ZBA meeting:
05-Z-045 
Request for Change of Zoning from R-5 to Planned Unit Development (PUD) for the Property Located on the East Side of Career Center Road, North of 5000 N. Road, in Bourbonnais, IL 60914.

Petitioner:
Wagner Development Group LLC, P.O. Box 87, Lemont, IL  60439
Mr. Hayes reported the developer for this particular parcel wants to install a private road that doesn’t meet the Village of Bourbonnais road requirements for a subdivision development.  As a result, the Plan Commission has recommended that in order for this development to go forward, the developer would have to include a roadway throughout the development that meets the standards so the roads could be turned over to the Village of Bourbonnais.  The idea of the developer stating that the homeowner’s association would maintain the roadway does not set too well with Mr. Hayes and the Plan commission, as they know from previous experiences that the maintenance typically ends up falling into the laps of the Village down the road.  Motion made by Trustee Byrne, seconded by Trustee Schore, to concur with the Plan Commission and deny the request.  Prior to the vote, Mayor Latham asked if there were any other issues besides the road issue.  Mr. Hayes said that not necessarily at this stage, but there could be some that grow out of the road being modified to meet village standards.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.

Request for an Annexation into the Village of Bourbonnais with a requested Zoning of R-5 PUD and B-2 PUD for Approximately 72.88 Acres Located at Approximately 429 W 6000 N Road, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.

Stephens & Hayes Bourbonnais LLC, 9424 170th Street, Tinley Park, IL  60477
Mr. Hayes said that when the plans were originally presented, the developer was seeking an R-5 PUD in a B-2 PUD, and Mr. Hayes noted that at the start of their meeting they received an amended request to change the petition to exclude the PUD’s and the R-5, which will leave R-2 and B-2 zoning within the parcel.  As far as park site donations and other items, this is just a preliminary concept plan that would be attached to a pre-annexation agreement; however, the preliminary plat would be presented at the next meeting which would include more detailed view of the development.  He said it is the recommendation of the Plan Commission to approve the concept plan that is labeled with R-2 & B-2 and the pre-annexation agreement.

Mayor Latham suggested that although we are not too far into this project, he knows there are a few lots that are thought to be in the flood plain and he wanted to note for the record that the developer would need to clear that with FEMA.  Louis Stephens, one of the developers, informed Mayor Latham that to the best of their knowledge and their engineer’s knowledge, their development is not appearing on any plats that show this in the flood plain, so they are proceeding as such.  Mr. Stephens does acknowledge that he knows about the 2-3 lots in question, and Mayor Latham just wanted to bring it to their attention that if down the road it did come back that those were in the flood plain, it would be the responsibility of the developer to take care of those issues associated with it.  Village Administrator Koehler noted that the Village is planning on holding a public hearing for this pre-annexation agreement on January 3, 2006.  He asked that in the mean time, if the Village Board could hold a committee meeting of Annexation, Building & Zoning to review some of the open items to make sure everything is in order with the pre-annexation agreement, prior to the next Board meeting.  Mr. Stephens also pointed out to the Board that on the sketch plan an area that he would like to see become part of his park site donation for this development.  Mayor Latham commented that it is a little too soon to talk about that right now, but that will be part of future discussion on this development.  Motion made by Trustee Schore, seconded by Trustee Residori, to concur with the Plan Commission, and to draw up a pre-annexation agreement with Stephens & Hayes on this development.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.
