PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Paul Riberdy, of 251 Marsile, asked the Board to look into placing traffic lights at the intersection of Route 102 and Marsile.  He said that it is nearly impossible to turn onto Route 102 in either direction from Marsile due to the increase in traffic that area has seen in recent years.  Mayor Latham said that he could certainly sympathize with Mr. Riberdy since he lives a couple houses down from him and has the same problem.  Mayor Latham does not think that the State of Illinois (IDOT) would consider placing a light in such close proximity to the one currently located at the corner of Route 102 and Route 45, but he will have Administrator Koehler check with IDOT on this situation.

· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked about Planning Commission Case 03-Z-023 (6000 Road North Corridor) and what this involves.  Administrator Koehler said that is a study that looks at roads from Grant Part through the northern part of Bourbonnais over to Warner Bridge Road south to the exit 308 interchange at I-57.  He went on to say that case 03-Z-024 also looked at this plan, but from preservation perspective.  The County of Kankakee looked at what impact the widening of roads would have on current structures and designated setbacks for future development so that road widening does not affect them.  As part of this plan, Mayor Latham said that Bourbonnais’ top concern is to get 6000 N Road upgraded from Route 45 to Career Center Road at no expense to the Village taxpayers, with the help of the Federal Government (Senator Durbin and Representative Weller).

· Toby Olszewski, and Roy Bernard, both asked what the status of Resolution 03-700 for Hansen Engineering.  Administrator Koehler said it was tabled until the next regular board meeting.

· Zephyr Benoit, a trustee with the Bourbonnais Fire Protection District, wanted the Board to know that he has some concerns about the flow of traffic around the intersection of Tomagene and Armour Rd.  He said that with the relocation of the Bell Credit Union on the east side of Tomagene, and directly across from the fire department it is only going to complicate things more.  His biggest concerns are that traffic may block their driveway and that the credit union customers may use the fire department’s east parking lot.  Trustee Schore said that this would not occur.  They have to have adequate parking.  Mayor Latham assured Mr. Benoit that the Village would keep an eye on that situation.  

At this time, a motion was made by Trustee Schore and seconded by Trustee Byrne to adjourn to the executive session previously requested by Village Attorney O’Brien under the Village Attorney section of this meeting.  Motion carried on a voice vote of 6-0.
