· Trustee Residori also noted that the Village of Bourbonnais is doing in kind mosquito spraying for Bourbonnais Township.  He said that they do not have the spraying equipment that the Village has, and that they do the same in kind work with some of their heavy equipment.

· A Special Board Meeting may be needed to approve the spending for the summer road program.

· Trustee Amiano noted that the Village of Bourbonnais is realizing a cost savings by purchasing our mosquito abatement supplies from a new vendor this year.
