1.
Call to Order.

The meeting of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held January 26, 2006 was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Chairman Ed Hayes.  Members present were Ed Hayes, Paul Cavitt, Terry Gund, Ralph Huntley, Joan Pierce,Jerry Savoie and Mario Rafe. Also present were Gary Preston, Building Commissioner and Pat Dunn, Village Attorney.

2.
Approval of Minutes.

A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Joan Pierce, to approve the minutes of the special meeting held January 12, 2006 as presented.  Voice vote indicated all members present (7) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Ralph Huntley, to approve the minutes of the December 12, 2005 meeting as presented with the following corrections:

Page 2: 5th line from the bottom, second word should be “from,” instead of “firm”
Page 4:  12th line from the bottom, third word from the end of the line should have a capital “A”

Voice vote indicated all members present (7) voted “Aye.” Motion carried.
Mr. Hayes stated a citizen had expressed the wish to become active in Village activities. The result, after several meetings, was that Mario Rafe was appointed as a temporary member of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals until Mark Argelan again is a resident of the Village.

Case# 06-Z-001

Request for a Public Hearing to consider an Amendment to Chapter 36, Article XII, Section 3 of the Bourbonnais Zoning Ordinance.

Petitioner:  Village of Bourbonnais, 700 Main NW, Bourbonnais, IL 60914. 


Mr. Hayes read the petition to consider amending Chapter 36, Article XII, Section 3 of the Bourbonnais Zoning Ordinance.  The amendment would delete the following portion from Article XII, Section 3, the subsection ff(2).Junk yards would not be a permitted use in a M-2 District.

It was noted that there was proof of publication in the Herald.

Mr. Hayes said that the Village does not have a large area zoned M-2. These are located near the railway and major highways.  It was felt junk yards were not desirable in the M-2 zoning.

Joan Pierce questioned the advisability of several of the permitted uses listed in the present M-1 and M-2 zonings.  Attorney Pat Dunn suggested that the elimination of any use should be suggested to a member of the Board since all recommendations for change originate with them.  The Board could then submit proposed changes/amendments to this commission.

A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Ralph Huntley, that after the Public Hearing, the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the request to amend Chapter 36, of the Zoning Ordinance by deleting Section 3.1, subsection ff.  Roll call vote  indicated all members voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried. Recommendation to be made at the February 6, 2006 Village Board meeting.

Case# 06-Z-002       Request for Preliminary Plat and Improvement Plan Approval for Edgemere Point Condominiums.
Petitioner: Tyson Engineering- % J. Scott Wetterling.
Jim Brooks of Tyson Engineering presented the Preliminary Plat for Edgemere Point Condominiums.  He said that there have been some subtle changes from the Sketch Plan to eliminate the “cookie cutter” design.  The visual presentation now addresses some concerns of the commissioners at that time.  He also noted that Lot 1 does not have access to a  Village street.  There were two possibilities to remedy this problem:  extend the lot to the west across the front of Lot 2 or, provide a right of way across Lot 2 to John Casey Road.  Commissioners were in favor of the second option.

Jerry Savoie asked the Village Attorney, Pat Dunn, if the Village had copies of Homeowners’ By Laws.  Mr. Dunn, since he’s been the Village Attorney, has kept copies.  He doesn’t know about those before he took office.

A motion was made by Ralph Huntley, seconded by Paul Cavitt, that the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the Preliminary Plat and Improvement Plan for Edgemere Point Condominiums contingent on the easement for an ingress/egress to Lot 1 be shown across Lot 2.  Roll call indicated all members present voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.  Recommendation to be made at the February 6, 2006 Village Board Meeting.
