Scott Mathis, of 1087 Yale, asked the Board if there were any plans this spring to put final seeding 
down in the Yale ditch area, as no grass has been planted or growing in 
the area since the restoration 
of the ditch has occurred.  Village Administrator Koehler responded to Mr. Mathis by saying that an 
effort has been made twice to plant grass seed in that area, and both times the seed was washed out 
by heavy rains.  He will be speaking again with R&R and Don Mayes, who is the engineer on that 
existing project about the time table for getting this done, as he knows there seems to be a small 
window of opportunity for this to happen.  Trustee Byrne asked if consideration couldn’t be given to 
hydroseeding the area, which would possibly eliminate the washout of the seed, as has happened in the 
past.
