REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

~ MINUTES ~

September 2, 2003

CALL TO ORDER:  Village President Robert Latham called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Ed Hayes, Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals Chair, led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The roll was called with the following Trustees present:  Trustee Gary Residori, Trustee Vera Amiano, Trustee Paul Schore, Trustee Bruce Greenlee, Trustee Jeannie Guebert, and Trustee Scott Byrne.  Also in attendance were Village Treasurer Ron Riebe, Village Administrator Frank Koehler, and Village Attorney Michael O’Brien.

Following the roll, Village Attorney O’Brien advised all those in attendance at tonight’s meeting that the agenda has been changed.  Resolution 03-691 (IDOT) was added to the Public Works section of the meeting agenda.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion was made by Trustee Amiano and seconded by Trustee Schore, to suspend the reading and approve the minutes of the August 18, 2003 Regular Board Meeting.  Motion passed on a voice vote of 6-0.

Mr. Steve Bell, District Executive for the Kankakee Trail District, representing all scouts in the area, presented Mayor Latham with a plaque of appreciation for all the support the Village of Bourbonnais has given to the scouts.

Moved up from Village President’s section:

Comcast—Deb Piscola, Director of Corporate Affairs for Comcast Cable, presented the Board with a handout (copy attached) that outlined what Comcast is planning to do to the local cable system in the coming months.  Ms. Piscola said that the upgrade should be substantially complete by the end of the year.  She said that if any service interruptions take place, the residents will be given notice before the interruption.  This upgrade will result in additional channels for the area.  She said that one question she is often asked is whether channel 3 out of Champaign will be brought back.  Although there are many legal and technical hurdles to clear, Ms. Piscola said that they will do all they can to get channel 3 back for the viewers in the Kankakee County area.  Trustee Schore asked if the overhead cables will be buried as part of this upgrade.  Ms. Piscola said that they will not.  Mayor Latham asked about a local access station and if one will be developed.  Ms. Piscola said that type of change is typically addressed as part of the Village’s franchise agreement.  Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked if the improvements that will be made in Bourbonnais will be made in neighboring communities.  Ms. Piscola said that the plan is to have identical programming for the entire area serviced by Comcast.  Ed Munday, of WKAN Radio, asked if the Kankakee office will close.  Ms. Piscola said no.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

· Anthony Allegro, owner/operator of the new Quizno’s sandwich shop on Latham Drive, approached the Board regarding his options for additional signage for his business.  Mayor Latham said that the sign ordinance will have to be looked at and referred this item to the Annexation, Building, and Zoning Committee.

· Toby Olszewski, of The Herald, asked what happened to the Quizno’s yard signs that were removed by the Village of Bourbonnais.  Administrator Koehler said that they were inadvertently thrown away.  She went on to ask how the Quizno’s yard signs differed from those that are placed out for the Chicago Bears during training camp.  Administrator Koehler said that when you have a community-sponsored event, like training  camp, there is a difference.  Trustee Schore said that he believes that provisions were made for non-profit type events in the sign ordinance.  This will all be addressed by the Annexation, Building, and Zoning Committee.

· Roy Bernard, of The Daily Journal, asked how much the purchase of one million gallons of capacity from the City of Kankakee would cost the Village of Bourbonnais.  Mayor Latham said that the cost is approximately $1.35 million.

· Mr. Bernard also asked if Village Attorney O’Brien was able to find out if Village Engineer Mike Gingerich is associated with October Properties.  Village Attorney O’Brien said that Mr. Gingerich is not associated with October Properties.

· Olivia Waggoner, representing the group OUTRAGE, thanked the Board for the passing of Resolution 03-688 regarding the proposed CIWC rate hike.
