1.	Call to Order.

A. Case# ZBA-08-002	Request for a Variance  Allowing for an Oversized Garage for Lawn Care Equipment and General Storage for Property Located at 1780  Career Center Road,  Bourbonnais, IL.
Petitioner:  St. Paul’s Lutheran Church, 1580 Butterfield Trail, Kankakee, IL 60901.

Mr. Hayes read the request for a variance  allowing for an oversized garage for lawn care equipment and general storage for property located at 1780  Career Center Road.  He then stated the following requirements had been met:  publication in the Herald, filing fee paid and adjacent property owners had been notified.

Attorney Greg Deck and Building Committee Chairman, Bob Bohlmann, represented the petitioner, St. Paul’s Lutheran Church.  They stated that the propose to construct a 24 x 36 foot garage was to store lawn care equipment and general storage.  This building would be generally located to the east and north of their parochial school now being built.  The building would be of non-combustible materials.  It will be a dry building therefore not “sprinkled”.   The exterior will look like that of the school.

Mr. Hayes noted that in the Village Code, Article X, Section 2.2 for special uses in a R-1 District (which this site is), although a school can be permitted, there is no provision for any auxiliary buildings.  He said he feels some nomenclature needs to be added to allow for storage buildings to be allowed.  This addition would have to be done by the Village Board.

Audience response:  Greg Klonowski, 802 Pheasant Run opposed this request.  He stated that the land elevation on the south side of his property would adversely affect his line of vision and drainage problems.  Mr. Hayes stated the engineers do not allow drainage from this site onto adjacent property.

Mr. Deck asked whether the change to permit such a building  can be done by this Board.  Mr. Hayes said since this is a matter for the Zoning Board of Appeals, this board can only grant or deny the request.  Any other action would have to be done by the Village Board.  It is recommended that action on this matter be postponed until the Village Board amends the code.

A motion was made by Jerry Savoie, seconded by Ralph Huntley, that a recommendation be made to the Village Board at their August 4, 2008 meeting that they amend the Code allowing for storage buildings as special uses in a  R-1 District and that action on the request for a variance allowing for an oversized garage for lawn care and general storage for property located at 1780  Career Center Road as petitioned by St. Paul’s Lutheran Church be postponed until our August 28, 2008 meeting. Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye”.  Motion carried.
