Request for Final Plat for Heritage Meadows 3rd Addition.

Mr. Hayes reported that this is the last parcel of property to be developed in Heritage Meadows Subdivision which is located in the NE corner of the property.  As he reminded the Board, this is the area where the ComEd overhead lines and easement run and the developer was required to receive an easement from ComEd to develop a detention pond in that area.  The developer has since received the notice from ComEd stating that the developer can in fact proceed with his plans, however, ComEd can take back the property at any given time when it needs to, and that would force the developer to then come up with another plan for a detention area in that subdivision.  As the Plan Commission was not thrilled with that revelation, they had voted to table this item until such time that a compromise was made between the developer, ComEd, and the Village of Bourbonnais.
Village Attorney Dunn also noted that the ComEd agreement with the developer was a constricting agreement, which would also allow ComEd to receive any damages for any harm done to their poles, lines, or anything in the area of the detention pond.  Mr. Hayes said that any developer who would agree to this would not be in his right mind, so alternative options will have to be reviewed and evaluated.
