PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Daniel Ashline, 385 Princeton Avenue, received a parking violation for blocking a sidewalk while parked in his driveway.  He said that parking in the street when we get a 2”+ snowfall is not allowed and he feels this is a conflict with the “no blocking sidewalks” ordinance.  Mayor Latham said that, first off, the parking tickets issued to Mr. Ashline and others, were meant to be warning tickets, not real tickets.  He then turned it over to Village Attorney Dunn for more details.  Attorney Dunn said that a written notice will be sent to all violators that will inform them of an administrative hearing that will be held to reduce the tickets to warnings, with refunds of payment already made by violators.  Trustee Schore said until the two ordinances (snowfall parking/blocking sidewalks) are sorted out, the most important thing is to get the cars off the streets so they can be plowed safely.  The two ordinances will be reviewed by Village Attorney Dunn who will advise the Board of his recommendations at his earliest opportunity.
