Call to Order.

The meeting of the Planning Commission/Zoning Board of Appeals held  January 25, 2007 was called to order at 7:30 P.M. by Chairman Ed Hayes.  Members present were Ed Hayes, Paul Cavitt, Terry Gund, Ralph Huntley, and Joan Pierce. Members absent were Mario Rafe and Jerry Savoie.   Also present was Pat Dunn, Village Attorney.

Approval of Minutes.

A motion was made by Joan Pierce, seconded by Ralph Huntley, to approve the minutes of the  December 21, 2006 meeting as presented. Voice vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.

Case# 07-Z-001
Request for a Special Use Permit for rental of car and pick-up trucks in a B-1 Zone at 293 North Convent, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.


Petitioner:  Enterprise Rent-A-Car, 3270 West Lincoln Highway, Park Forest, IL  60466


It was noted the following requirements had been met:  proof of notification of adjacent property owners, proof of publication in the Herald and filing fee paid.

Mr. Hayes read the request for a Special Use Permit for rental of cars and pick-up trucks in a B-1 Zone at 293 North Convent.


Jon Ellsworth, 3270 West Lincoln Highway, represented the Petitioner, Enterprise Rent-A-Car.  He stated the reason they need to move from their present location (part of building) to one that has a free-standing building.  This is a company policy.  This site would rent passenger vehicles as well as ¼ ton  and ½ ton trucks.  All of these are for rental only.  In answer to questions from commissioner, Mr. Ellsworth, said they do not have a large number of vehicles on the lot at one time, usually there are only about 10.  He also responded that the lot is not striped at present but if it were, there would be spaces for about 20 vehicles.


Mr. Hayes said he is not aware of any problems at their present location.  He also said that in a recent meeting with some Village officials there was some talk about an ordinance that now limits tonnage for trucks.  The present ordinance for Business Districts prohibits trucks and farm implements.

Paul Cyrier, is the owner of the building immediately south of the property under discussion.  He said his tenants are concerned about how far to the front of the property the trucks would be parked.  This would obscure the view of their business from the street.


The result of the discussion seemed that the request for the Special Use for pick-up trucks would be acceptable providing the ordinance had been amended to allow pick-up trucks in a B-1 Special Use.


A motion was made by Paul Cavitt, seconded by Joan Pierce, that the Planning Commission recommend the Village Board approve the petitioner, Enterprise Rent-A-Car’s request for a Special Use Permit for rental of cars and pick-up trucks not to exceed one (1) ton, if the ordinance has been amended for such.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.  Recommendation to be made at the February 5, 2007, Village Board meeting.

Case# 07-Z-002
Request for a Public Hearing for Proposed Amend- ments to Section XI of the Bourbonnais Zoning Ordinance.


Petitioner:  Village of Bourbonnais, 700 Main NW, Bourbonnais, IL  60914.


Mr. Hayes read the request for a Public Hearing, to amend Section XI of the Bourbonnais Zoning Ordinance.   This amendment would allow accessory buildings in Business District, Limited Retail-Special Uses and regulation for such a building.  All requirements had been met.  There was no discussion or response from the audience.


A motion was made by Ralph Huntley, seconded by Paul Cavitt, that the Planning Commission recommend that after the Public Hearing, the Village Board approve the request to amend Section XI, Chapter 36 of the Bourbonnais Zoning Ordinance, as presented.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.  Recommendation to be made at the February 5, 2007, Village Board meeting.

Case# 07-Z-003
Request for a Variance for a reduction in the private road horizontal radius from 200 feet to 100 feet (the allowable radius for a single family home, minor street.), for property located on Career Center Road and north of Route 5000 North.


Petitioner: Tyson Engineering, Inc. % Robert Bohnak


Mr. Hayes stated the original request was for a variance, but this is part of the plat for MJP Development and does not require a variance.


Jim Brooks of Tyson Engineering stated this street (Noah Drive) is a private street.  In order for its intersection to the public street be closer to a 90º the smaller horizontal radius is requested.

Jim Keener of the Bourbonnais Township Fire Department said they see no problem with this request.  They can live with it. 


Mr. Hayes noted that the outlet to Career Center Road is only for the use of fire equipment, not for driving.


In answer about cars parking on this road (Noah Drive), Mr. Brooks stated no parking is allowed along private roads.


A representative from Robinson Engineering said the required radius was determined by a speed limit of 30 mph, not when there are the short distance between curves, such as this case. 


A motion was made by Joan Pierce, seconded by Ralph Huntley, that the Planning Commission recommend that the request for the reduction in the private road horizontal radius from 200 feet to 100 feet (the allowable radius for a single family home minor street) be incorporated in the plat for the subdivision, located on Career Center Road and north of Route 5000 North.  Roll call vote indicated all members present (5) voted, “Aye.”  Motion carried.  Recommendation to be made at the February 5, 2007, Village Board meeting.
