1. WELCOME MEET AND GREET:  My thanks to Sandi C. for helping to arrange that terrific meet and greet on my first day with the Village. I met several people who I will be involved with going forward on Village Business. Everyone was very kind and I look forward to becoming involved and working with them.
2. JANUARY FLOODS:  Unfortunately as nice as Day One was Day Two brought the onslaught of rainwater and snow melt with nowhere for it to go. I was able to get a tour of the Village from Public Works Director Mike C. and we stopped at a resident’s home that had called in a complaint on Yale Ave. We were able to speak with the resident and through several emails I was able to arrange a meeting with him and some of his neighbors for Thursday January 17th at 6PM. The purpose of the meeting is to listen to their problems with their basement sewers and begin to look at ways to help them resolve their problems. There will be no promises made at this meeting. Meet & Greet—I invited individuals from the area to meet you, our new Administrator.  All in all 
we had 
a good crowd of approximately 30 people, and served coffee & cookies.

Meetings—

· Robinson Engineering:  I attended the meeting with you, Cortney Koning and Maura Rigoni, of Robinson Engineering, which was a meeting to introduce you to the area projects under their watch.   

· Department Head meeting:  At the Department meeting, each member talked about what is going on in their department, and to get you acquainted with our town.   

· Bennett Commercial:  I attended a meeting with you, Gary Preston, Jeff Bennett and Greg Leutloff, of Bennett Commercial, to introduce the Administrator on some of the area projects they are involved with, as far as marketing a few sites, (ie:  former Kroger location, properties along Rt. 45, etc.).  Jerry Curwick was also in attendance to request TIF funds for his latest endeavor on Latham Drive.  

· Aqua Illinois:  I also attended a lunch meeting with you, Terry Rakocy and Jim Billota, of Aqua Illinois, to learn about the situation with the billing and how we will be working together to correct the issue.  We also discussed the fact that we will be welcoming them to our twice monthly Department Meetings, beginning February 5, 2008.

· Kankakee County GIS Committee:  I attended the GIS Committee meeting on Friday, January 4, 2008 with the following report:  

· Flyover Project Status:  Pinnacle is a company the County has contracted with to do a flyover the whole county for mapping purposes.  The project is approximately 40% complete, with minor issues with the photography.  The update will make the information more user friendly.

· GPS Units update:  The County has purchased hand-held units, and have received them.  Roger Diercks, GIS Manager, and Josh Kalov, GIS Technician, will be testing them for accuracy.  These units will be available to the members for adding layers to maps (ie:  The Village of Bourbonnais can create a sewer map layer, sidewalk layer, street light layer, parks layer, etc.).

· Kankakee County Convention & Visitors Bureau:  I attended the CVB meeting on Wednesday, January 16, 2008.  The major task on hand is getting the Visitor’s Guide to print by the end of the week.  The actual Visitor’s Guide should be available for distribution late February, 2008.  Bears Fan Convention will now be in June, at Soldier Field.   There will be a discount coupon for attendees of the convention that will tie in to the area hotels.   Their website is going to be updated, and are preparing RFP’s.  They are also in the process of preparing RFP’s for Strategic Planning for the CVB.  Once the vendor is agreed upon, a planning session will be scheduled.  For the greatest amount of participation by the Board members, they are contemplating (2) two (4) four-hour sessions, to minimize the impact on each members employment.  I am also on the Standards & Procedures committee, and we are about finished with the update of the Employee Handbook, and the Procedures Handbook, for the staff of the CVB.  

3.
Board Calendar—Since the Village of Bourbonnais is hosting the next Kankakee County Mayor’s 
Association meeting on February 20, 2008, I reserved the meeting room at Brickstone, and sent out 
mass fax invitations to the other 20 area municipalities.  I have also reserved the Bradley-Bourbonnais 
Chamber Gala table, and distributed the tickets to those attending.  I am looking ahead to the Scout Day, 
February 5, 2008, and have already started reminding all departments of the date.
