Bob Redmond, Bradley Village Trustee, invited all Board members to attend a meeting 
on the smoking ban in restaurants. The meeting will be held on Thursday, September

Lori Smietanski, Bradley resident, gave the village information regarding smoking and 
the problems that smoking can cause for people.  She would like as many people to 
attend the meeting as possible, because she feels that this is not only a problem for 
many out there today, but personally effects her family as she has a son who has 
asthma, and it makes it very hard for them to go anywhere to have a nice meal out 
while there are still restaurants that allow smoking.

Mark Jeffry, a resident of Hunter’s Run subdivision, Bradley, asked the Board what 
their future intentions were for ‘Out-lot A’  on the corner of Barrington Lane and 
Barrington Drive.  He is curious about whether or not this area is still intended to 
become a park.  Trustee Guebert said that she would talk with Mr. Jeffry following 
this Board meeting.

Darren Prusinski, 1456 Guildford Drive, came to the meeting tonight requesting the 
Village consider making payment to him for damages caused to his home during 
recent floods.  He said he has receipts totaling $24,580.  He also has bids and 
paperwork to support it, and he cannot continue to live with the mold and other 
miscellaneous problems that are a result of the water damage that occurred to his 
property which he feels was caused by the Village as a result of work that was done 
along Guildford.  Mayor Latham said that he really feels for Mr. Prusinski, and that in 
order to make such a payment, he would need a verbal approval from the Village 
insurance company, indicating they will in fact pay for damages.  Trustee Schore then 
asked that Village Attorney Dunn contact our insurance company to find out more 
information about this claim, and to expedite the matter.
